JTI/ MANCY NAM Summary
Greater Syracuse Works Inc., the Westcott Community Center and the Manufacturer’s Association of Central NY announce two new training and job placement projects funded by the NYS Department of Labor programs. The Job Training Initiative (operated by the Westcott Community Center) and the MACNY NAM program (operated by the Manufacturers Association of CNY) are12-month placement and job training programs.  Through a shared program management partnership with The Westcott Community Center and the Manufacturers Association of CNY, Greater Syracuse Works will oversee a unified recruitment, enrollment, job readiness and case management process for both programs.  These projects are wide ranging collaborations with numerous community partners. The projects are anticipated to begin enrollment on January 4, 2010.
The combined goals for these projects include recruiting 650 low-income unemployed Onondaga County residents, providing services to 535 of these individuals and obtaining varied training, employment, advancement, and educational outcomes throughout the 1-year period.    Participants must be over16 years old, be receiving or qualified for food stamps (household income below 125% of poverty), be unemployed at the time of intake, and be willing to fully participate in all project components (training, case management, testing and/or assessment, etc).  Through project partner agencies, participants will be able to receive training & certification in green construction, asbestos removal, office technologies, entry-level health care and training in advanced production technology, machinist, and welding. In addition, both programs will be offering the National Work Readiness Credential, and the Work Keys National Career Readiness Certificate as well as access to GED and literacy programs.
